•	 the conditions of offer, if any – for example, you may need to provide new evidence

Master of Dietetic Practice

Description: The Master of Dietetic Practice is a 2-year full-time 
program. Dietetic Practice is the application of the science of food 
and nutrition across a range of domains to improve the health 
and wellbeing of individuals, communities, and populations. 
The course combines theory and practice placement across 
dietetic practice areas including food and nutrition counselling 
with individuals, food and nutrition education and capacity 
building with groups, public health nutrition, food production 
and provision to individuals, communities and populations, 
entrepreneurial dietetic practice and management, and research. 
Students will undertake more than 130 days of placement.
Course structure: Completion of 140-160 credit points (cp), 
dependent on pathway, from the Schedule of Unit Offerings.
Academic requirements:
A. ACU’s Bachelor of Nutrition Science which includes completion 
of the ACU units NUTR404 Advanced Culinary Nutrition Science 
and NUTR405 Foods for Special Diets, and one of the following: 
(1) a grade point average (GPA) of at least 4.6 on the ACU 7 point 
scale; or (2) evidence of relevant industry experience for at least 
one year post-Bachelor graduation, or
B. A Bachelor degree in Nutrition (or equivalent) which includes 
the equivalent of one full-time half year of study (4 study units or 
equivalent) in:
1.	Chemistry followed by Biochemistry; and
2.	Human Biology and Human Physiology; and
3.	Food and Human Nutrition Science, which must include 
foundation nutrition, nutrition through the lifespan, food science, 
and the role of diet in the development and management of 
chronic disease; and one of the following: (1) a grade point average 
(GPA) of at least 4.6 on the ACU 7 point scale; or (2) evidence of 
relevant industry experience for at least one year post-Bachelor 
graduation.

Professional experience: 132 days of practice placement, which 
includes 15 days ‘engaging with communities’ placement. All 
professional experience placements require pre-verification (eg 
police checks, immunisation).
Accreditation: The Master of Dietetic Practice is designed to meet 
the requirements for accreditation by Dietitians Australia and has 
achieved Program Qualification with Dietitians Australia. ACU 
is planning to submit a Provisional Accreditation and then Full 
Accreditation application within the required timelines, and aims 
to achieve accreditation prior to graduation of the first cohort of 
students. A graduate of an accredited program is eligible to become 
a member of Dietitians Australia with dietetics qualifications, 
and to join the Accredited Practising Dietitian (APD) Program. 
Full details of the stages in the Dietitians Australia accreditation

PhD by Publication: A PhD candidate’s work is assessed on the 
basis of the submission of a thesis (c. 50,000 words) containing  
a number of papers written up as journal articles.
