If your application is successful, you

will receive an Offer of Admission. Your
offer may have conditions that you
need to meet before you can validate
your conditional offer into a full offer for
acceptance.

Step 5

Pay deposit to secure your offer and
exchange for Confirmation of Enrolment
(COE)

You must submit the Fee Payable stated
on your offer before a Confirmation of
Enrolment (CoE) is issued to you for your
student visa application.

Step 6

Apply for your student visa and plan
your travel

All international students require a valid
visa to study onshore in Australia which
must be obtained before travelling to
Australia.
